Teams will consist of three members from your Club or Chapter:
Team must have a minimum of one Youth member.
Horse and/or Human may only compete for one team.
Eligibility:
Must be a memberofa Hor semenés Corral Club or OHC Chapter.
All equine (Minis, Mules, Donkeys, Horses, even Zebra if you have one).
All disciplines (Dressage, Halter, Jumpers, Mounted Shooting, Roping, Reining, etc.).
All seats (English, Western, Spanish, Side Saddle, etc.).
Rules will be simple:
Ride or Lead your equine partner through the IMTCA course as a group, single file, as if you were
on a trail ride.
Navigate 4 challenges, chosen by the Corral on the day of the event.
Receive 5 points for each equine that completes each challenge within the allotted time.
Time begins when first team member crosses the start line and ends when the last team member
crosses the finish line.
Add up the pointst 0 a maximum of 60. Your time on the course will serve as the tie breaker.
The IMTCA course will be open from 8:30 -10:30 a.m. to allow time for you to acclimate your horse to the
various obstacles but you will not know the 4 we choose until the start of t he event. There will be a safety
meeting at 10:30. Order of go will be drawn from a hat.

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OHIO HORSEMAN'S TRAIL MILEAGE PROGRAM

At the end of each year, members are asked to report their activities to the state:
¢ Trail Mileage: How many miles they have ridden and where they rode them.
¢+ Saddle Hours: How many hours did they spend schooling, competing, driving or other non-trail riding time spent
in the saddle (ie. parades)

«+ The Top Ten Adult and Youth members in each category receive special recognition at the state level.

o,

¢ The county reporting the most mileage overall also receives special recognition.

You can join our elite group in the Trail rider Hall of Fame once your accumulated miles exceed 25,000. You'll receive a
special belt buckle and a plaque in commemoration.

All hour and mileage reporters have the chance to win a brand new Saddle Pad!

Why do we do this?

The primary reason we have this program is to provide information to the ODNR and other park management agencies
about how much their facilities are being utilized. The private land available for us to enjoy as trail riders is being
reduced. Our goal is to keep as many public trails open for riding as we can. Your reporting is critical in helping us in this
effort!

Start now for 2018!

Even though it's cold outside right now, peak riding season is right around the corner. Track your mileage and hours for
2018 and join in the fun! Saddle Hours and Trail Mileage are different from each other. Time on the trail is reported as
MILEAGE and time in the saddle not on the trail, is reported as HOURS. See below for more detailed definitions.

A. Trail Mileage Definition

Our state, national and county parks and forests provide many miles of trails for riding and driving. Our state agencies
have an interest in knowing where we are riding and how much the trails are being used. Reportable trail mileage is
miles ridden on trails that traverse multiple types of terrain. Because some areas of the state have only limited trail
systems, miles ridden on county and state roadways are reportable trail miles. Miles ridden in an arena, small field, or
on a track do not qualify as trail mileage but can be re- ported under "saddle hours”.

B. Riding Hours Definition
Our members have a wide variety of equine interests. Hours in the saddle showing and competing, pleasure driving,
riding in parades and schooling can all be counted toward the member's lifetime achievement record.

There are three categories for trail mileage reporting: There are three primary categories for saddle hours
PK/FRST, PUB/PRV and STX. reporting: Competing, Schooling and Pleasure Driving.
e PK/FRST: Park and forest trail miles are miles ridden on a legally o Competing: Keep track of any hours that you spend in the
designated trail in any park or forest owned by a city, a county, saddle competing. This may be at any type of show or
the state of Ohio, or the federal government within the state of competition.
